SKI STORE ALERT!!!

Renovations are being carried out on
the ski storage and tuning workshop
area under the lodge to provide
better facilities for MembersO ski
equipment. Howe ver from 2009,

all skis, boards, boots and
equipment must be registered
for storage with the managers

+ Stored equipment must be secured
in a suitable bag or pack, with the
ownerOs name clearly displayed.

+ The managers will issue a
numbered tag that is to be fastened
to the storage bag or pack.

+ The tag number will be recorded in
the lodge register (identifying the

owner, equipment and date of
storage)

+ Unidentified equipment not
correctly  stored, tagged and

registered will be disposed of at the
end of 2009.

+ The storage register will be
reviewed and renewed annually.

If you wish to continue the use of the
Club's ski storage area beyond
2009, pleasesupply a bagor pack
and register your equipment with the
Managers.
